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ABOUT THE PROBLEM OF INTERSUBJEKTIVITY IN EDMUND HUSSERL'S PHENOMENOLOGY
FROM GENETIC'S VIEWPOINT

It is disclosed the questions regarding the genesis of the consciousness of “another”, which are seldom set in
the research literature, dedicated to Husserl’s phenomenology of intersubjektivity. The structure of “another”
consciousness and various meanings of genesis are revealed. Within the frame of the examining genesis as a product
of “another's” consciousness such points as “near border experience” in embryonic stages of life, in early childhood,
reconstruction of consciousness of animals, possibility of conscious life after death come out. It is revealed the
borderlines of the phenomenological method and the difficulties to realize Husserl's conception “genetic
phenomenology”.
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
