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Philo of Alexandria, Josephus Flavy on wickedness in Epicureanism

It is given the critical analysis of the philosophy of Epicureanism by famous representatives
of non-paymentism and stoicism. Speculating on wicked teachings of Epicurus, Philo of Alexandria,
probably it is the recognition by the Epicureans (as opposed to Platonists and the Stoics) the
antropomorphism of the gods, as well as the denial of the divine presence in our world. Another
Jewish philosopher and historian, Josephus Flavy, sharing this view, pointed directly at the delusion
of the epicurus who rejected predestination and assured that God does not care about world
matters, the universe is not controlled by the supreme and standing above all the vicissitudes of
Being exists and operates without a specific plan, on their own, without a guide.
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
