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Traditional genres of sacred music in the creation of Yury Mashin
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The author examines the evolution of the traditional genres of sacred music. The article
shows that nowadays significant evolutionary processes covered not only the creative work of
authors and composers of the "second rank". The author argues that the traditional genres of sacred
music are subject to change in the field of musical language and in terms of genre forms and genre
of content.
