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Fear phenomenon in philosophic tradition of irrationalism and existentialism in XIX-XX century

It is considered the phenomenon of fear in the works of the representatives of two key
philosophical traditions of XIX-XX centuries — irrationalism and existentialism. It is traced the
relationship of concepts "in the middle of life" and the "fear of death" in the philosophy of
Schopenhauer, the article analyzes the impact of fear on the morality occurrence in the works of F.
Nietzsche. Particular attention is paid to the work of the representatives of existentialism by S.
Kerkegor, M. Heidegger, ]J.-P. Sartre. Fear in the existentialist tradition appears as a necessary
condition of human formation and disclosure.
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
