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The Soviet authorities and the Muslim clergy of Chechnya in the 20-30-ies of the twentieth century:

It is considered the policy of the Soviet government concerning Muslim clergy of Chechnya
in 1920-1930s. According to various sources, the author comes to the conclusion that in the first
years of Soviet power, the Communists were cautious and flexible with regard to Muslims. The
Bolsheviks flirted with the Muslim population of the North Caucasus, giving them a temporary right
to their family life according to Sharia. Some religious leaders also believed that "communism and
Sharia does not contradict, but complement each other." Since the mid-1920s began repressions
against the clergy. This was due to rebel against Gotsinsky and his followers, and the policy of the
Bolsheviks aimed at the complete expulsion of Islam from all realms of public life.
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
