Language of the revolutional power: encratic and acratic discourses
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The article  analyzes  the powerful  function of  language in  the culture  of  revolutionary
society.  The analysis  of  language power in culture presupposes the scrutiny of  the correlation
between language and different sociocultural institutions and groups. Language is becoming highly
politicized in transitive societies during the period of revolution when old political, judicial and
economic foundations are destroying and language aims at creating new ideas, values and meanings
of culture. The opposition between the acratic and the encratic discourses is destroying during
sociopolitical revolutions: the change of political power is implemented in the change of language
power.
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
