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Information and communications technology in post-urban lifestyles

Based on the results of empirical studies, the paper analyzes the role of information and
communications technology (ICT) of post-urban life activity forms in contemporary society. The
authors suggest that the development of information and communication technologies enables work
of post-urbanists remotely, without separating the work from their family, friends, professional
community. All respondents employ Internet technology in their activities (involved in programming,
create and maintain websites, using profession software, including to promote their products and so
on.) to some extent. Posturbanists perform necessary business communication (search orders,
negotiation, transmission of results of the work, receiving payment, etc.) by means of ICT.
Information technology allows posturabnists realize the desire for freedom, independence and
development.
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
