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Sociocultural aspect of restoration of the Chechen-Ingush Autonomous (late 50's early 60 century)

It is considered the socio-cultural politics in Chechen-Ingushetia in the 1950-1960s of XX
century. During the forced relocation of the Chechens and Ingush to Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan, the
state pursued the policy of alienation of Chechens and Ingush from the historical-cultural context,
the creation of an atmosphere of spiritual obstruction and oblivion, after the restoration of
autonomy, the process of engaging former special settlers in the system of atheistic and supra-ethnic
values, the declared by Communist doctrine. In the 1960s the country had developed infrastructure
of cultural production. It was conducted a school reform, manifested in the restoration of national
schools, the introduction of the eight-year education, the revival of the national theatre, literature,
cinema. The Chechen-Ingush intelligentsia, almost completely destroyed in the purges of the
1930s-1940s, after 1957, was recovered on a fundamentally different basis. A new cadre of
intellectuals not just revived science, culture, but also took on the role of alternative spiritual elite.
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
