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V.M. Chernov's 1940s: «Statism» formation

V.M. Chernov is considered one of the first-string scientists in Russia. His public merits are
highly appreciated. V.M. Chernov was aware by intuition of the process of the socio-economic
civilizational evolution of the human community. In the 30s — early 40s. in Europe, there was
created a new socio-economic and political model of social development. The theory of imperialism
was considered the pinnacle of Marxist science in the first decades of the twentieth century. The
most striking particular manifestation of this theory was the Leninist concept of world revolution.
According to V.M. Chernov, V.I. Lenin’s recognition of imperialism as a world social order prompted
him to recognize the inevitability of the victory of the revolution worldwide.
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
