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Modern interpretation of Russian civilizational choice in dichotomy of east and west contradiction

It is considered the study of the experience of forming Russian governmental, spiritual and
ethical identity as the result of the influence of nomadic empires and Catholic-Protestant churches in
the West. In this paper the role and the place of religion in Russian self-identification system is
interpreted through the philosophy of history. It is analyzed that Eurasian researchers tried to
connect Russian history with the history of other nations who used to inhabit Russian Empire
territories. The main reason of historical process progress lies in the ‘forests and steppes
contradiction’. It was the main aim of Russia — to unite them. By proclaiming the unity of Eurasia
researchers mainly meant the unity of territories, but linguistic, cultural and religion congeniality of
the nations biased out of their sight. Modern neo-eurasian researchers, A. Panarin in particular,
describe and rethink Russian aim and destiny in a new way. They point out that one of the
imperishable Russian problems is to assimilate synthesize dissimilar world-system projects which
constantly occurs on Russian geographical and cultural space.
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
