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Children’s and women’s daily life in the Chechen-Ingush ASSR during the Great Patriotic War

It is considered children's and women's everyday life in Chechen-Ingushetia during the
Great Patriotic War. The problem of women's everyday life in the war years was and remains in the
field of view of historians, political scientists, writers and journalists. The everyday life position of
the women of the Chechen-Ingush Autonomous Soviet Socialist Republic manifested itself in the
extreme conditions of wartime, demonstrating readiness to approach the rout of the enemy with its
daily military and labor exploits. The women of the republic replaced the men who had gone to the
front, working in the oil fields and factories, building defense lines around the city of Grozny. They
collected money to the Defense Fund, sent thousands of packages with food and gifts for the soldiers
to the army. Special women's care were children. Wartime childhood is an integral part of the
general  history  of  the  Great  Patriotic  War,  and  its  study  contributes  to  the  replenishment  of
knowledge, creating a large-scale and objective picture of the trials of the war years experienced by
the Soviet people, especially children, who shared with adults the same circumstances as wartime
people.
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
