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Political and economic prerequisites for the formation of a socialist worldview in the domestic art
culture of Stavropol region in 1950-1970s

The historical and cultural situation of the Stavropol Territory of the 1950-1970s is
analyzed. The analysis of the reflection of the history of events in the artistic culture of the region is
carried out. Using the collections of Stavropol museums as an example, the following is considered:
the historical context and the main ideas of works in which local artists reflected regional history.
The conclusions are formulated about the essence of the basic aesthetic principle of that time —
artistic communication. The scientific novelty of the study is to use the historical approach in the
analysis of art museum collections.
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
