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Attitude to the historical past as a regulator of social processes: socio-philosophical and socio-
political aspects

The socio-regulatory role of historical consciousness is considered. As a result of reflection
of collective historical experience as an image of the past and taking into account the social realities
of the present, the value orientations of social subjects are formed and adjusted.
