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Anthropological turn in Russian philosophy

The anthropological turn in the Russian philosophy of the end of the XX century, associated
with the transformation of the understanding of its central core — the theory of dialectics — is
investigated. This theory loses its significance because its empirical basis (the phenomenon of class
struggle) disappears in Soviet society. The real empirical basis of this theory, which is at the same
time theoretical, is not the social process, but the process of changing the forms of cognizing
consciousness. It is individual for each researcher and reproduces only the general principles of the
dialectical movement, and not its formal side. Therefore, the theory of dialectics as a constantly
operating algorithm of cognition, the use of which allows you to get new relevant knowledge every
time, is virtually impossible.
