It is considered the interpretations of the notions “sacral” and “profane” in works of religious philosophers of
the XX century. They are presented as binary and closely connected phenomena. It is differentiated the notion of
“sacral” as divine. In every work of D. Milhaud these two beginnings affect each other. The principle of continuous
formation of profane background with its vector and diachronic nature is reflected in peculiarities of thematic
processes, sacral background is expressed in “cycle processes” and structure principles.
