This article sheds light on how the educational environment of boarding school influences the
formation of subject qualities and identity in students being prepared to independent life in society. A
brief characteristic of social and psychological differences of the educational environment of boarding
school from other educational institutions is given. Also intrinsic characteristics and problems of
interaction of teachers and students as subjects of the educational environment of boarding school are
shown. Based on the empirical research the conclusion is drawn that violations of subject-subject
relationship between teachers and teenagers result in their estrangement and inefficiency of
pedagogical influence, as well as in decreasing the developing potential of the educational environment.
The ways to optimize it in order to form independence and successful adaptation to society in teenagers
are defined.
