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The problem of the abolition of serfdom and its consequences in the views of the liberal-
conservative thinkers

The problem of the abolition of serfdom was one of the major components of the liberal-
conservative concept of socio-economic modernization of Russia, developed in the middle of the XIX
century. The most prominent representatives of the Russian liberal conservatism — B.N. Chicherin
and K.D. Kavelin not only comprehensively argued the need for the peasant reform, but also to offer
their projects to its implementation, which tried to harmoniously combine liberal and conservative
principles. The article provides an outline of the projects, analyzed the long-term consequences of
the abolition of serfdom in the context of the liberal-conservative program of social and political
modernization of Russia.
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
