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It is considered the genre of the symphony in terms of its origin, based on dance and
dancing. It is shown that dancing, being a capacitor realities of life, building emotions of his time,
introduced the "information" contained within the public and everyone understood in formulas, in
the high artistry as they report symphony of new life-content of Soder, a new expression, a new
lexicon. This trend is confirmed by examples of symphonic music by Rachmaninov, A. Eshpaja, I.
Kalnins.
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
