The peculiarities of Russian policy in the North-Western Caucasus in the 30-60s of the XIX

century are considered. The military and political efforts to reconciliate the region are shown; the
factors that prevented the unmilitary decision of the problem are discovered; the role of
fortifications in the Black Sea coastline of Caucasus to stop smuggling and slave trade is examined.
The diplomatic efforts of the Russian government to regulate relations with «unpeaceful»
highlanders are shown. The reasons of muhajirs, led to the emigrations of most part of cherkes
population to the Ottoman territory, are discovered.
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
