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Archetypes of collective unconsciousness and ethnic identity

The topical problematics of ethnic identity is considered. The originality of the approach lies
in the fact that it is studied the historical development of the language, its corresponding forms of
thought  (A.F.  Losev),  and  the  formation  of  archetypal  images  (C.G.  Jung)  in  connection  with
formation of the ethnic group.
