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It is considered the genre evolution of choral music in XX century that resulted in radical
renovation of the whole genre sphere. The goal for the research in this area is the determination of
underlying thinking pattern that provides further strengthening of choral miniature. Multiple
directions of evolution processes in choral genres (monumentalization and miniaturization) are
regarded in the context of changing artistic content of choral compositions lasting in atmosphere of

global change of music language and appreciation of boundaries and opportunities of the music as a
whole.
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
