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Mystical and rational in the Byzantine philosophical thought

It is considered the problem of interaction of mystical and rational tendencies in the
Byzantine philosophy. It is specified the meanings of the concepts «mystical» and «rational» in
relation to the Byzantine philosophy, proving important influence of these tendencies on formation
of the specifics of philosophical thought of Byzantium. Its genesis has been connected with
processes of mutual influence of ancient philosophy and Christian dogma that has caused difficult
dialectics mystical and rational, found in doctrines of the Byzantine thinkers.
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
