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Social mobility in a stratification society
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The problem of interaction of social stratification and social mobility is considered. The
society is stratified according to many criteria — economic, political, professional, cultural-
normative, ethnic, moral. However, social groups and their subjects are constantly changing their
social position ("vertical" and "horizontal" mobility). Vertical mobility (increasing social status) is an
indicator of the degree of "openness" of the social system. In a "closed" society, the dynamics of
social life is minimized, which inevitably leads to a crisis in the system of relations and deviant
behavior of the individual.
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
