God and totem in African mythology
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It is given a comparative analysis of the God-Absolute in monotheistic religions, Greek and
African mythologies. It is shown that the gods in African mythology cannot solve real, natural
problems by their own efforts without the help of animals. Without them, God is not the Absolute
and is not able to realize his omnipotence. It is considered the ontological and epistemological status
of the totem in African mythology. The totem is the realization, the embodiment (incarnation) of the
Supreme God in the animal. The consequence of the embodiment of God in the animal totem is the
sacralization of totemic animals.
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
