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Food provision for residents of Grozny during the Great Patriotic War

The article deals with the mechanisms of subsistence support for residents of Grozny during
the Great Patriotic War. In our country’s historiography there are no research studies, the object of
study of which is the food supply of the city of Grozny. The main direction of the military economy in
providing food for the population of the rear industrial cities was the formation of autonomous food
funds; the organization of public catering of workers in conditions of high employment in
manufacture; development of individual truck farming; differentiated supply of Grozny with card
rations; the supply of food for socially unprotected residents of the city of Grozny. A necessary
measure in providing Grozny residents with food was their centralized distribution, caused by
limited food resources.
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
