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The problematic positions of the Marxist philosophy of history

The article analyzes the Marxist philosophy of history, shows that, despite the coup that it
made at the time in the views of history, it may well be attributed to the traditional philosophy of
history. The prerequisites laid in the foundation of the Marxist conception of history are revealed,
which, in the author's opinion, can be challenged. These include the provisions on the need to act in
historical development, the endless growth of people's needs, the lack of independence in the
development of social consciousness, the single-variant nature of historical development, etc. The
article also considers and evaluates the criticism of the formation model of historical development by
the world-system approach.
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
