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Spirituality as a concept and world view universal

The article is aimed at studying the problems of human spirituality in the conditions of the
crisis state of modern culture. An increasing need to improve the methodological tools used in
research on human problems is shown. The key methodological ideas of philosophical anthropology,
which set the vectors for the study of the spiritual transformation of man are considered. It is shown
that at the present time such methodological tools, demanded in social and humanitarian knowledge,
as concepts, ideological universal universes of culture, contribute to the research of methods of
increment of knowledge as a whole. The appeal to Plotinus' ideas is substantiated, allowing to
establish their influence on the Greek and Christian traditions, the work of Russian philosophers of
the XIX-XX centuries, including V.S. Solovyov, about. P. Florensky, about. S. Bulgakov, S.L. Frank.
The interpretation of spirituality presented in Plotin's works is considered, which led to the
development by the philosopher of practical recommendations for the development of man's spiritual
world. It is concluded that Plotinus ideas contribute to the expansion of the methodological resource
of philosophical anthropology, its use for the effective study of man's spirituality associated with
human integrity, conditioned by the unity of his mind, will, desire, and the experiences of the world.
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
