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Eurasian philosophy of history and A. Panarin’s philosophy of history comparative analysis

It is considered the main ideas of Eurasian history philosophy and philosophy of A. Panarin.
It is analyzed their similarities and differences. It is known that criticism of western European
civilization underlies Eurasian philosophy history understanding as well as the attempt to conceive
the place of Russia in the world through its attitude towards western values. At this point the two
above mentioned philosophies resemble. A. Panarin analyzes the same aspects according to the
actual situation resting on Eurasian scientists experience. The main differences are that Panarin is
doubting that any ideology guarantees an expected ending of the history; while Eurasians tend to
consider history in a religious way when the end would be like heaven. Panarin agrees that Christian
values might take place, but he describes the process in language of science and this helps to see
the difference between philosophy of history and history as science in his concept. Philosophy of
history deals with values and their impact on history, while history as science deals with things that
could be confirmed empirically.
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
