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Axiological dimension of the phenomenon of legitimation of power

The phenomenon of legitimation of power in modern society is considered. The role of

values in the dynamics of the legitimation of power is shown. The problem of legitimizing power is
aggravated by the fact that the state as a social institution unevenly satisfies the needs of various
social communities, as a result of which the government does not always express the interests of
most of society and, accordingly, serves different groups in different ways. The factors determining
the process of legitimation are indicated. It is shown that all types of legitimacy rest on social
approval and the sharing of common values inherent in most of society.
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
