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Nationalism ideology within civil society culture formation

In modern conditions, civil nationalism, which activates attention around the problems of
civil society and its relationship with the current government and bureaucratic structures, can have
a significant impact on the formation of legal culture in the country. In the conditions of modern
Russian reality, ideas about the predominantly ethnic (primordial) character of a nation, which often
appears as a mechanical aggregate of separate nations, are still strong. The current situation, partly
rooted in widespread political and cultural discourses and in everyday use of words, in combination
with the unresolved interethnic problems and ineffective work of legal institutions, significantly
blocks the possibility of forming a culture of civil society. Despite the long-term cultural deprivation
and dissatisfaction with the country's imperial past, the nationalist discourse of the majority
(Russians) has significantly transformed towards the recognition of the priority of civic values over
ethnic ones.
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
