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Gross Island - "Cholera Bay" in the history of epidemics in England, Ireland and Canada in the XIXth
century

The features of the emigration of the population in the era of urbanization and epidemics in
England, Ireland and Canada in the 19th century are analyzed. Based on the historical-comparative
research method, these problems are considered in the context of the history of the Island of Gross,
which occupies a special place in the history of Canada and Ireland, as well as the colonial policy of
Great Britain. It is concluded that the island of Gross was used for quarantine, becoming the center
for the placement and death of Irish emigrants arriving from the UK to Canada. Gross Island became
a reflection of the colonial and emigration policy of Great Britain, the solution of the problems of
pauperism, a method of quarantine in the context of epidemics in Canada.
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
