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Features of migration processes in Great Britain and Canada in the XIXth century

The features of the migration processes of the XIXth century are considered in the UK and
Canada. Residents of all parts of the United Kingdom, as well as European countries (Corsica, the
Netherlands, France), Australia, America, and Canada were involved in the migration processes. The
British War and Colonial Office supported the resettlement of the poor in Ireland and Scotland to
Canada. Emigrant settlements appeared in Quebec, Kingston, Montreal, Prescott, Toronto. The
British government financed families of voluntary emigrants, following which epidemics spread in
Canada. In Britain, migration processes were controlled by the War Department, the Ministry of War
and the Colonies. In Lower Canada, migrants were handled by commercial companies. In the XIXth
century migration has become a factor in coordinating the domestic and foreign policies of Great
Britain and Canada.
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
