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Problems of epidemics and hygiene in Victorian domestic and foreign policy

The features of the Victorian domestic and foreign policy of Great Britain are considered in
the context of the problem of epidemics and hygiene in the first half of the XIXth century. Cholera
was brought from India to Great Britain in the XIXth century, causing the establishment of the public
health system in England and Wales, and then in Scotland and Ireland. The question was raised why
taxpayers should pay private companies for poor-quality water supply if they do not benefit from it.
Medical and social problems led to the creation of scientific communities, the formation of migration
policy, the healthcare system of cities and the army. New social laws were the result of urbanization,
a synthesis of the activities of the parliament and the leading doctors of the kingdom.
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
