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Art journalism in the aspect of mediatization of culture: problem’s paradigm

The article deals with the problems of the development of art journalism in the conditions of
mediatization of modern society. The purpose of the article is to determine the main functions of art
journalism and its role in the mediatization of art and communication processes produced by the
mass media. In the course of the study, the factors that determine the development of art in the
aspect of mediatization were established: such are the mass replication of reproductions, which
deprives the things surrounding a person of their uniqueness; change in the distance separating the
viewer from the art object, which is associated with the availability of information via the Internet;
improvement of the technical characteristics of media. Obviously, these same factors have an impact
on art journalism. The genre specificity of art journalism is characterized by the equal position of
information and analytical genres, artistic and journalistic genres also remain in its field. The main
function of art journalism is recognized as informational and educational, and the importance of the
latter with the development of mediatization only increases: art journalism forms the artistic tastes
of the public, captures cultural values and aesthetic traditions.
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
