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The Russian School at the Alexander Nevsky Theological Academy (1804-1808)

Based on unpublished documents from the Russian State Historical Archive and the Central

State Historical Archive of St. Petersburg, the article examines the training of clergy (psalmists and
sextons) within the framework of the Russian school at the Alexander Nevsky Theological Academy.
The role of Metropolitan Ambrose (Podobedov) of Novgorod and St. Petersburg in the establishment
of the Russian school is highlighted. The study program is analyzed, as well as the future fate of
students. On the basis of legislative acts, the author illustrates the attitude of the autocracy to the
problem of literacy of the clergy.
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
