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Pharmaceutical societies of the Russian Empire: formation and international cooperation

The features of the formation and international cooperation of pharmaceutical societies of

the Russian Empire are considered. Based on historical, genetic and comparative research methods,
their evolution, the main factors and features of these processes in Russia, as well as in European
countries, are analyzed. The problem is considered in the context of the creation of the first
pharmaceutical schools and university departments, as well as cases of falsification of food and
medicine products, and cooperation between pharmaceutical societies in Europe. It is concluded
that in Russia the first pharmaceutical societies were established on the basis of pharmaceutical
schools, university departments and botanical gardens.
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
