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Yakutia and scientific study of the Russian Far East in the 18th century

On the example of reconstruction of plots from the history of three scientific research
initiatives of the XVIII century. (The First and Second Kamchatka, Northeastern expeditions) the role
of Yakutia in the intellectual development of the Russian Far East is shown. It is noted that the
region actually acted as a link in promoting the interests of the Russian state in its Pacific coast. In
particular, Yakutsk was the key outpost and logistics hub of the research under consideration. It is
emphasized that for the successful implementation of the research, significant efforts were made by
the population of Yakutia, who suffered significant hardships in this regard. In general, it was
demonstrated that scientific expeditions were an important component of the full-fledged
incorporation of far Eastern lands into Russia.
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
