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The Political Press of Donbas in the Late 20th and Early 21st Centuries

A historiographical review of the political press of Donbass at the turn of the XX-XXI

centuries is presented. This historical period includes the presence of a key region within the state
of Ukraine, where the government constantly restricted and persecuted the Russian movement, and
the region was subjected to economic exploitation and ethnic discrimination. The population
expressed their protest to the Kiev government's policy through the regional press, which was
almost entirely Russian-speaking and sympathetic to the ideas of regional independence and
autonomy of Donbass. Thus, the ideological foundations of the “Russian Spring” movement of 2014
were laid.
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
