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The dialogic ontology of love: from immanent reflection to a transcendent encounter

The author examines the concept of dialogue in love as a fundamental principle that defines
the meaning of human existence. The analysis begins with a consideration of the limitations of the
immanent approach to the language of love, presented in the works of R. Barth, and proceeds to
reveal the transcendent dimension of dialogue through the prism of Christian trinitarian theology.
The relational ontology developed by the Cappadocian fathers and developed in the works of F.
Schelling, D. Hart and H. von Balthazar is considered. Further, the theological paradigm correlates
with the philosophy of dialogue of the 20th century, in particular, with the concepts of M. Buber and
M. Bakhtin. The dialogic principle is applied to divine-human relations, revealing them as a space of
mutual freedom, co-creation and the expression of existential meaning.
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
