New leitmotivs, characters and themes soon
become topoi — as well as the most virulent and offensive stereotypes spawned by the race war, biological
determinism and racial theories and perfectly mirrored by Thomas Dixon’s novels and based on them Griffith's
drama film The Birth of a Nation (1915).
