Concept “power’ in “Seven Parts” by Alfonso X the Wise. Etymological and definition

«Siete Partidas» by king Alfonso X the Learned is the outstanding monument of the Middle Ages in Old-
Spanish language, that attributed to the formation of law system in Old and New World. Created in royal
scriptorium in the second half of the 13" century, during the period when Old-Castilian became the official
language of the State and gradually occupied the place of Latin and Arabic in literature and science on the territory
of Christian Spain, «Siete Partidas» reflects the Old-Spanish in the process of its normalization and active
increment of its vocabulary. One of the central ideas of the corpus of law is the «authority», its sources,
classification and its distribution in the society. Present article is devoted to the definitional and etymological
aspects of investigation of the concept of «authority».
