The paper deals with the results of the comparative analysis of positional rules of vocals in Russian and
German in the context of elaboration of Russian phonetics courses for German students. The results of the analysis
are experimentally proved. This analysis allowed to reveal the actual similarities and differences in positional rules
of two “contacting” systems in targeted area. The similarities could provide the support with courses of Russian
phonetics, while the differences in positional rules of the first and second language sound systems is the serious
accent factor and should be taken into account in practice of teaching the native Germans Russian pronunciation.
