It is considered the issues connected with the socio-psychological processes being the essence of
memories in mature life of people. In particular we concentrate on the role the physical and socila space
and especially material artefacts in the process of reminiscing among older people. The theoretical
framework of the article is based on the understanding of space as a process of interaction, where both
a person and material artefacts play an important role. As an example it is illustrated the results of the
study about the Reminiscence Museum in Rotterdam, the Netherlands. The conclusions imply the
importance of the process of remembering at mature age and demonstrate how the physical and social
spaces of ageing can influence the wellbeing of senior people.
